What would I do with the Great Comission?

Matthew 28:18-20

When we heard about the GC, we have the tendency to go to the 4 gospels, to go to the journeys of Paul in the book of Acts, which also talks about evangelism. But one thing we have almost forgotten is the fact that The GC, and Missions and Evangelism is nothing more than The message of The Christianity.
In this v. 18 Jesus said: All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth.

…now even before he said these things, He had all power, but because he said it, we are to listen what the Spirit say to the Church. Jesus has all power…therefore he commands us to do the things that his church suppose to do.

Now, listen if the leaders say; let’s go to evangelize, probably a few would show up, if the pastor say let’s all come to pray, probably a few would show up, but when Jesus who has all authority says Go…all the church suppose to go under the premises of the obedience. 

So my first point this morning is: Obedience…We used to be rebels, but now we had been changed by the power of the Lord, and I going to obey, first because he commands, second because I’m his servant, third because I’m so thankful for the salvation given to me by his death. But everything I do for him I have to do it with love. You see, many people obey the Lord, but they feel pushed, they feel like well, I have nothing else to do, so let’s do it, and that’s the wrong attitude. What would I do with the GC? 

I need to obey it, I’m into obedience because he said it. It’s the church obedient to the Lord? 

My second point this morning is: To make disciples. In the making of disciples, we have to invest time, effort, prayer, counseling, guiding and so on, but one of the things we should never forget, is that every disciples belong to the Lord, there’s no such things like, well I got him so he’s my…no, no, no, Jesus shed his blood, he paid a price, therefore the souls belongs to him..Now let me show you what John the Baptist did with this issue.

Gospel of John 1:35-42…He brought him to Jesus….Not to the temple, not to the worship group, not to the leaders, not to the different ministries in the church, not to the pastor, Let’s bring disciples to Jesus.
The temple may disappoint people, the leaders, the ministries, the pastor, may disappoint people, but when they come to Christ they always will be happy, he’s the answer for everything Aleluya.

What would I do with the GC? I’ll bring disciples to Jesus…Is the church making disciples for Jesus?
My third point this morning is: To all the nations, to all the families of the world, you see Jesus was born a Jew, but he died for the whole world, therefore he’s sending us to all nations. There are about 196 countries in the whole world. This church probably has missionary in another nation, that’s my goal with El Shaddai, but at the same time I have to go to my community, my city, my nation, crossing the borders and to all the nations. I have to do E-1, E-2, E-3, E-4 Also I know that there are not just one, but many  missionaries agencies that help prepared people with the customs and traditions as well with the language of other countries. Now USA is the best land to evangelize, we have people from all over, you name it we got it, but before we go out, we have to start here.

Salms 2:8 says this: Ask me and I will surely give the nations as Your inheritance, and the very ends of the earth as your possession.

So based on this, we should pray for countries to be saved in Jesus..Amen

What would I do with the GC? I will do E-1, E-2, E-3 and E-4 Is the church going to the nations?
My 4th point this morning: Is teaching them I would like to be very clearly in this point here, we cannot teach what we have not learned, we need to understand that in order to make disciples I have to be a disciple and a disciple is a learner who have summitted himself to the care of others. It’s impossible to teach others with out a teachable spirit. Do you understand what I’m saying? Galatians 6:6-7 The one who is taught the word is to share all good things with the one who teaches him, Do not be deceived. God is not mocked, for whatever a man sows, this he will reap.  Amen. 

Teaching disciples is not just the services of a few, it’s the church responsibility, that means we all have to do it, some with the gift of teaching, others by been obedient.

Listen to this which I heard: We teach what we know, but, we reproduce what we are.
What would I do with the GC? I will teach the word to everybody. Is the church teaching the word?
My 5th point this morning: We are not alone: By doing all these things, we are promised the presence of the Lord. It’s not and easy task, we are dealing with spirits, with temptations, with obstacles, if we go alone believe me we would not go too far, but because Jesus who says that away from him, there’s no thing we can do, he also says: I’m with you always, I care for you to carry on my orders, if you feel weak, I give you strength, he will give us everything to do the GC. Therefore let’s not fear, he is with us, and if God is with us, then who would be against us? Aleluya. 

What would I do with the GC? I will accept the presence of the Lord. Is the church accepting the presence of the Lord?
And my final point is: I’m not ashamed of the GC. Paul central theme of his message was: The death and resurrection of Jesuschrist, he knew who Jesus was, he could never turn away from the Gospel, Paul knew that as an apostle he was a martyr who would die for the cause of Christ. If Christ saved my life I will talk about him, Christ changed my life I will talk about him, there’s nothing to be ashamed of, so in order to do the GC I will need to confess Christ in public, because the Gospel is power for salvation. Listen Christ was not ashamed when he left heaven, he came to earth to save terrible sinners as you and I were, he never felt ashamed to do his mission. 

What would I do with the GC? I will never be ashamed of the GC. Is the church ashamed of the GC?
If we all know what to do, let’s move on the GC for the father’s glory, amen
