Priorities in my Personal Life

One of the areas that most us struggle is in putting our ‘big rocks’ first, in another words to prioritize our daily life. Many times we teach about this and encourage of lay leaders to do so but we miss our self achieving this targets.

When I first became a believer in Christ I learned that our big rocks are:

God, family, church, and family, but in my 28 years in ministry and counseling hundreds of couples and leaders I learned that there is one part missing.

My five ‘big rocks’ are:

1. God as my first priority. Matthew 6:6; 7:7; 22:37; Luke 6:46
I have to make time every day to talk to God, as my personal devotion where I have to worship him.

I also have to have every day my devotional time. Me as pastor and leader have to have a daily communication with Him, and counsel with Him for all the decisions I face every day as pastor, leader, husband, and priest of my family.

2. Take care of my self, and allow God to take care of me. 1 Thessalonians 5:23; Romans 12:1; Galatians 2:20; Ephesians 5:29.
Men have to develop different roles in our daily life; we are the providers of our family, the leaders of our church, the father of our children, the husband, and the disciple of Christ in our communities. I am the temple of the Holy Ghost, if I fail to take care of me, I will fail as a person who have all those roles in my daily life.

3. My Family. Ephesians 5:21-25, 28, 33. Luke 2:51.
As a priest in the New Testament I have to give daily prayers for the protection of my wife and children, I also have to provide all the spirituals, emotional, physical, and material needs for all those in my household.

4. My Work. Genesis 3:17; 2 Thessalonians 3:10.
If I am a lay leader I have to work to provide to my family, and to tide and give offerings in my fellow church, and help my neighbor when I have the opportunity to do so. For many years I was though that church is in this priority, there is why there are so many dysfunctional families among pastors, leaders, and lay people.

5. My Church. Acts 2:42-47; Hebrews 10:25; Galatians 6:2; I Corinthians 12:4-5.
When my attendance church, I come with all members of my family to praise and worship God. To give Him honor, and glory, to serve with the gifts He gave me thru the Holy Ghost for the edification of the members of the body in my local church.

You may find discrepancies on these five priorities I presented here, but if you analyze spiritually you will see the difference!
